Appendix to Ordinance No. 35 /2025 of the Rector of Bialystok University of Technology

Regulations of the Recreational Student Culture Zone

§1
General provisions and definitions

. The Rules and Regulations of the Recreational Student Culture Zone, hereinafter referred to as the
‘Rules and Regulations’, set out the rules for using the Recreational Student Culture Zone, hereinafter
referred to as the ‘Zone’, located on the premises of Bialystok University of Technology.

. The area of the Zone is indicated on the map attached as an appendix to these Rules and Regulations.
. The area and the facilities located within the Zone are the property of Bialystok University of
Technology.

. The administrator of the Zone is the Manager of the University Residential Campus of Bialystok
University of Technology, hereinafter referred to as the ‘Administrator’.

. The Regulations are available on the premises of the Zone and on the website:
https://akademiki.bialystok.pl/.

. Whenever these Regulations refer to the ‘Academic Community’, this shall mean students, doctoral
students, staff of Bialystok University of Technology and pupils of the Academic Secondary School of
Bialystok University of Technology.

. Use of the Zone is free of charge.

§2
Conditions for using the Zone

. The only persons authorised to stay within the Zone and use its infrastructure are members of the
Academic Community and their invited guests.

. By entering the Zone, a person accepts the Rules and Regulations. All persons entering the Zone are
required to comply with these Rules and Regulations.

. The Zone is intended for relaxation, recreation and the integration of the Academic Community.

. The Zone is open from 6:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. Access to the Zone outside these hours requires the
written consent of the Rector or the Chancellor of Bialystok University of Technology.

§3
Rules on safety and public order

. Persons staying in the Zone are obliged to behave in a manner that does not endanger their own

safety or that of others.

. On the premises of the Zone it is prohibited, in particular, to:

1) sell, serve and consume alcoholic beverages and smoke tobacco products;

2) sell and use narcotic drugs, intoxicating substances, psychotropic substances and other
substances referred to in the Act of 29 July 2005 on Counteracting Drug Addiction (Journal of
Laws of 2023, item 1939, as amended);

3) bring firearms and other dangerous objects;

4) disturb the peace and violate public order;



5) litter the area;

6) damage vegetation;

7) damage equipment and structural elements;

8) bring dogs;

9) conduct trade and services without authorisation;
0) light bonfires or barbecues outside designated areas;

) drive any motor vehicle outside designated areas.

§4

Rules for using barbecues

. Providing a barbecue,ignition materials and maintaining the fire is the responsibility of the persons
using it.

. Persons using the barbecues located within the Zone are obliged to strictly comply with the fire safety
rules set out in the relevant regulations (in particular, the Fire Safety Act) and with generally accepted
standards of public order.

. Only charcoal or charcoal briquettes may be used to light the barbecue. The use of wood waste,
branches, newspapers, flammable materials, rubbish, etc., is prohibited.

. After finishing barbecuing, users are required to extinguish the barbecue and ensure that this has
been done properly.

§5
Liability and final provisions

Persons using the Zone are obliged to maintain order during the use of the area and bear

responsibility for any damage caused during their stay.

Members of the Academic Community bringing guests are responsible for supervising them and bear

responsibility for them.

. The Administrator of the Zone and Bialystok University of Technology shall not be liable for:

1) accidents resulting from causes attributable to users;

2) items left behind, misplaced or lost;

3) the consequences of using equipment in a manner contrary to its intended purpose or to these
Regulations;

4) personal injury resulting from harm caused by third parties;

5) other damage to property and persons.

. All faults, complaints, requests, acts of vandalism and other dangerous incidents shall be reported to

the Administrator of the Zone.

. All'accidents or situations posing a threat to life or health must be reported immediately by calling: (85)

§6
Supervision and sanctions

. Bialystok University of Technology reserves the right to record the image and behaviour of persons
present in the Zone uby means of image recording devices (monitoring).



. Monitoring footage that may constitute evidence in criminal oror petty offence proceedings may be
transferred to the competent authorities, including the police, with a request to initiate proceedings.

. Employees of the Security Agency providing physical security services on the University premises,
the Administrator, public order services, rescue services and persons authorised by the Rector or the
Chancellor are entitled to enter the Zone.

. Persons staying in the Zone are obliged to comply with the instructions of the Administrator of the
Zone, physical security employees undertaking an intervention and persons authorised by the Rector
or the Chancellor.

. During night-time hours (10:00 p.m. — 6:00 a.m.), authorised persons have the right to verify
permission to be present in the Zone.

. Persons violating the provisions of these Regulations may be asked to leave the Zone.

. If a person fails to leave the Zone at the request of authorised persons, the Police may be called.

. Persons not authorised to enter the Zone or violating the provisions of the Regulations may be held
liable under the rules specified in the relevant legal provisions, in particular the Act of 6 June 1997 —
Penal Code (Journal of Laws of 2025, item 383, as amended) and the Act of 20 May 1971 — Petty
Offences Code (Journal of Laws of 2025, item 734, as amended).
